The event sees some of the fastest TT riders over the 
last decade locking horns with a few new faces throwing 
their names into the mix. The 2022 BBAR Marcel Schu-
bert (photo left ) is off as the top seed with the 2016 
RTTC BBAR Richard Bideau (photo right) seeded second 
which will see these two legends go ‘bare knuckle’ 
against each other over this ten miles course. Returning 
from a year off and local VTTA favourite is Richard Sharp 
part of the Addform race team based in Yorkshire who is 
expected to be in the challenge for the top spots.  
Favourite for the Team Award is Pendle Forest CC with Bideau 
teamed up with Braithwaite and Harvey, who themselves should 
be in the top part of the Õeld and even push for the win. 

Patrick Casey (picture right) is 
the top seeded junior and could 
push the BBAR legends all the 
way in this short distance test 
having clocked 18:47 on the 
E2/10 in 2022 on a not particu-
larly fast day. Casey is an Irish 
International and will represent 
his country later in 2023 off the 
back of the Ice Breaker TT.
