Notes to competitors 
 

1. Race numbers and sign-on sheet will be at HQ. Free tea on return of number. 
2. The distance to the start from the HQ is approximately 2.5 miles – allow at least 15 minutes. See 

directions below.  
3. Please do not warm up on the course or anywhere along the A46. Use Stratford Rd. 
4. Results will be at HQ. Please do not bother timekeepers at start or finish or obstruct their view.  
5. Obey all Highway Code and Traffic Regulations. CTT Regulations must be observed. 

 
IN THE INTEREST OF YOUR OWN SAFETY, Cycling Time Trials and the event promoters strongly 
 advise you to wear a HARD SHELL HELMET that meets an internationally accepted safety standard. 

 

Instructions on Parking (IMPORTANT - PLEASE NOTE) 
 

1. There is limited parking at the HQ – if you can come with a fellow competitor please do so ! 

2. Please park considerately at HQ – no turbos in parking spaces etc 
3. You cannot park near the start. 

 
Directions to Start 

1. Turn right out of Greig Hall into Kinwarton Road 
2. Continue into Henley St and along Church St and High St 

3. Turn left into Stratford Rd 
4. Continue along Stratford Rd and follow to junction with A46. Turn left and go past the start and use 

the Haselor crossroads, 200 yards or so further on, to turn carefully and retrace to the start. 
5. No U turns on A46 

 
 
 



Course Details: READ CAREFULLY – THIS IS A NEW COURSE 
 
We are using this new course to minimise the number of roundabout turns and with an early start to avoid 
traffic especially on the Evesham bypass. Please ensure you are familiar with these directions. Not all 
roundabouts (those where you go straight on) will be marshalled but they will be signed. It is the rider’s 
responsibility to know and follow the course. 

 
Start on A46 Stratford to Alcester road in layby adjacent to the entrance to 'Woodedge'  at road drain 
marked with a white line and identified as '25S'   
 
Ride west along the A46 single carriageway to the Services / Travelodge roundabout where turn left onto 
A46 dual carriageway towards Evesham.  
 
Proceed south along A46 via Salford Priors, Twyford (bearing left), Badsey and Broadway Road 
roundabouts to turn at Four Pools Retail Park roundabout on the Evesham Bypass.  
 
Retrace along the A46 via Broadway Road, Badsey, Twyford (bearing right), Salford Priors to the Services / 
Travelodge roundabout.  
 
Continue straight ahead onto the A435 north and via the Alcester South roundabout to the Alcester North 
roundabout.  
 
Take the third exit towards the Arden Forest Industrial estate. Continue along Arden road to finish at the 
drain marked with a white line marked as ‘25F’, adjacent to an ‘S’ bend road sign, and directly opposite the 
entrance to the Pro Tyres Service Depot (25.01 miles).  
 
To return to HQ – continue along Arden Rd. Turn right at next crossroads. At T junction (mini-roundabout) 
turn right again into Kinwarton Rd. 
 
Please take care at all roundabouts but specifically the turn at Four Pools, Twyford roundabout (which also 
has a rising gradient), the return at the Services / Travelodge roundabout (service entrance/exit on your 
left), and the turn at Alcester North where move to the right hand lane on approach to the turn.
