ARRANGEMENTS 

 
EVENT HEADQUARTERS – Ellerdine Village Hall TF6 6QT. Parking is available on the Sports Field 

which is just past the Hall on the left. Parking at the Hall itself is reserved for Race Officials. 

 
Numbers are available at the signing on desk. Please remember to sign on and receive any other 

instructions. Remember, that you are now required to sign out within a reasonable time after 

completing the event. 

 
START The start is approximately 2 miles from the Hall at the northern end of the Lay-by on the A442. 

From the Hall travel back down cliff Crescent to the A442, turn LEFT onto A442 and proceed north to 

the lay-by. Riders must neither congregate or make U turns on the main carriageway and keep 

inside white lines whilst waiting to start. 

 
SAFETY Riders are reminded to ride with their heads up. You will be provided with a high visibility race 

number which should be worn in accordance with Regulation 16 for your own safety. You will pass over 

the narrow bridge at Longdon on Tern. Whilst traffic travelling south have priority please exercise caution 

and avoid bunching, All riders should obey the rules of the road and not indulge in any dangerous 

manoeuvres ANYWHERE ON THE COURSE. 

 

 

 
FINISH  The finish is on the A53 in line with eastern gatepost of field gateway on left hand side of 
road approx 190 yds beyond junction signposted to Lee Brockhurst. The Finish will be clearly marked. 

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES MUST RIDERS OR CARS STOP AT THE FINISH. RIDERS 

MUST NOT MAKE U TURNS AFTER THE FINISH OR THEY RISK DISQUALIFICATION. 

 
RESULTS These will be displayed on a board at HQ as and when received. Competitors are reminded to 

return their number and officially sign out. Hot drinks will be available at HQ. 

 
This event may be subject to a Doping Control. As soon as you have finished you must return to 

HQ as it is your responsibility to check if you are required for Doping Control. Race numbers 

required for Doping Control will be displayed at HQ. If your number is displayed you should 

report immediately to Doping Control which will be nearby. 

 
CTT regulations now require all riders to wear a hard shell helmet and have working front and 

rear lights, flashing or constant.

ROUTE  D350/1 

 

START On A442 at northern end of lay-by north of Cold Hatton 

Proceed north along A442 to Espley island       

Take first exit onto A53 and Travel west to Shawbury corner      

Turn left onto B5063 and travel south through High Ercall to Cotwall mini RAB 

Take 2nd exit and continue along B5063 to junction with Shawbirch Road 

Turn left onto onto Shawbirch Road and shortly STRAIGHT ACROSS the estate island 

and on to Shawbirch Island 

Take the first exit onto the A442 and proceed north to the Start. 

This completes your first circuit. 

Repeat all of the above to complete your second circuit. 

Travel north on A442 to Espley island 

Take first exit onto A53 and travel west to the Finish in line with eastern gatepost of field 

gateway on left hand side of road approx 190 yds beyond junction signposted to Lee
